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Continuing Professional Development Opportunities organised by the NUT

The NUT runs a full and varied programme of Continuing professional development opportunities that are available to members and non-members. Full details can be found on the Union’s website at http://www.teachers.org.uk/topichome.php?id=51 

Courses being held in the summer term include:

Aspiring to Lead – aimed at black and minority ethnic teachers in 2nd to 5th years of teaching who are keen to develop their leadership skills, knowledge and understanding. The course will be held at Hamilton House in London on 24 and 25 April and is free to NUT members.

Working with other agencies to improve behaviour for learning – aimed at head teachers/senior teachers and those with responsibility/leadership roles for behaviour and/or Every Child Matters in schools. The course will be held at Stoke Rochford Hall on 4 and 5 June and costs £75 for NUT members. The cost includes lunch for two days, plus dinner and B&B on 4 June.

Outdoor play in the early years – aimed at teacher and colleague practitioners in Nursery/Early Years/FS/Yr 1. The course will be held at Stoke Rochford Hall on 14 and 15 May and costs £25 for NUT members. The cost includes lunch for two days, plus dinner and B&B on 14 May.

Just Qualified – Classroom organisation and behaviour – aimed at all teachers qualifying during summer 2009 (i.e. completing ITT/E, PGCE or Graduate/Registered Training. The course will be held in Birmingham on 9 July and is free to all student members.

Learning and Teaching about climate change and sustainable development – This is a one day conference for all teachers led by David Gardner of the QCA. The conference will be held at Hamilton House on 26 June and costs £50 for NUT members.

Loss and Separation – aimed at teachers with pastoral and PSHE responsibilities, the course will help participants to develop school based actions and policies to provide more support to pupils experiencing loss, separation and bereavement. The course will be held at the Holiday Inn, Great Barr in Birmingham on 22 June and costs £25 for NUT members.
