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For many of us the only training we receive is whatever is provided on the 5 Teacher Days and a little in faculty or pastoral time.  However valuable this training is, it is impossible for it all to be tailored to each one of us.

In order for us to get more of the training we require, we need to look at every type of training available.  For this reason, your Union Learning Reps have made a list of sources of training you may not have previously considered.  

Remember, when you have your Performance Management Review meetings, you have a great opportunity to request specific training that you believe would add to your skills in different aspects of your teaching.

Please have a good look at the different types of training set out overleaf and, if any interest you, ask your union rep for further details or look on the NUT website.  Each term there are new opportunities so make a point of looking every so often.
